VICE COMMODOREôS REPORT 

Building and Grounds Report 

 

December and January are slow months at the club.  

 

The swimming pool pump room ceiling has been 

repaired and we are waiting to see if we can cancel 

our contract with American Pool Company and try a 

more local company in the hopes of getting better 

service next year. We should know by the Feb. 

BOG meeting.  

 

I am asking the Long Range Planning Committee 

(LRPC) to look into several electric power issues. 

Cordell has concern about the state of the electric 

meter banks at the head of the docks and we need 

an assessment about the need to refurbish these 

power panels. I am also in the process of getting a 

bid on providing 45 ï 60 KW, 3 phase LP 

emergency back up power for the clubhouse. I will 

provide the technical information to the LRPC next 

month. The electric power reliability in south 

county has not been good and is predicted to 

deteriorate over the next several years by BG&E 

due to lack of generation capacity. The club is 

essentially an all-electric operation and looses not 

only lighting but also all water pressure, 

refrigeration and emergency heat (both for the club 

and for the managerôs residence). We may be able 

to provide essential services using our existing LP 

gas supply for less than $20,000. We should have a 

better idea about the desirability/affordability by 

this spring.  

 

Finally, I met with Mr. Bill Heckert and Mr. Keith 

Tate of Bayland Consulting on Jan 3, regarding the 

engineering and cost/schedule estimates for the 

upcoming dredging project. We discussed the 

option of modifying South dock slips 119 to 127 to 

a new configuration of fewer but uniformly larger 

slips (119 to 125) with dimensions of 45X16X5 ft. 

This may make the dredging easier and allow us to 

accommodate new members with larger boats. 

Several of the small slips on South dock have 

remained empty for years due to their narrow 

widths. We should have their report for discussion 

at the Feb BOG meeting.
